Play ‘N’ Learn’s Kindergarten program has a long history of preparing children for

academic success while supporting their natural enthusiasm for learning. We pro-
vide an atmosphere in which they are challenged intellectually, socially, physically
and emotionally. Math, Science, Language/Reading, Geography and Computers are
all explored to exploit the children’s natural curiosity and their uncanny ability to learn new con-
cepts.

A low student to teacher ratio allows children to receive more personalized attention and
learn in a comfortable, familiar environment. At the same time, you have the comfort of knowing
your child is being cared for by the same group of dedicated people you have trusted in the past.
