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Jr. Kindergarten Information 
Play óNô Learnôs Kindergarten 

program has a long history of prepar-

ing children for academic success 

while supporting their natural enthusi-

asm for learning. We provide an at-

mosphere in which they are challenged 

intellectually, socially, physically and 

emotionally. Math, Science, Language/

Reading, Geography and Computers 

are all explored to exploit the childrenôs natural curios-

ity and their uncanny ability to learn new concepts. 

A low student to teacher ratio allows children 

to receive personalized atten-

tion and learn in a comfort-

able, familiar environment. 

At the same time, you have 

the comfort of knowing your 

child is being cared for by a  

group of dedicated people 

you have trusted in the past.  

Kindergarten begins the last week in August. It 

is a full day program with class time beginning at 8:30 

a.m. and running through 3:30 p.m. The curriculum is 

structured to meet or exceed all state and national stan-

dards for Kindergarten. Attendance and punctuality are 

required to avoid 

missing important 

concepts and ideas. 

However, Christmas 

and Easter breaks 

are considered re-

view weeks and no 

new material will be 

covered to accommodate vacations. 

 Unlike preschool, progress reports and parent 

conferences are held twice a year. Field trips are also 

included as a part of our program. Children and parents 

are both given the opportunity to experience and learn 

outside the classroom with trips to places like: The 

Childrenôs Discovery Museum, the 

Lazy óHô Ranch, Uesugi Farms 

Pumpkin Patch and more. 

Availability is limited to a select 

number of students willing to make a 

year long commitment to this class. If 

you are interested in signing up for 

Kindergarten or have additional ques-

tions, please speak with Ms. Yasheva 

in the front office.

ABOUT JR. KINDERGARTEN 

Itôs  a fact, children born December 2nd or later 

are not eligible for Kindergarten. Regardless of aca-

demic or social preparedness, they simply must wait 

another year before entering Kindergarten. On the other 

hand, many parents feel that while technically eligible 

for Kindergarten, their child would benefit from addi-

tional exposure to the preschool environment before 

entering elementary school.  

  

In both instances, these children are often 

among the oldest and most academically advanced in 

preschool. In a typical Pre-Kindergarten class, it can be 

difficult to challenge these students, without leaving the 

rest of the class behind. This can lead to behavior prob-

lems or a general disinterest in school. 

 

 Jr. Kindergarten is a well-structured program 

with increased academic standards that challenge and 

keep the interest of these children. In Jr. Kindergarten, 

we use Kindergarten level programs in a relaxed atmos-

phere to explore language, writing, mathematics, and 

science in an enjoyable classroom atmosphere. Our 

goal within the Jr. Kindergarten program is to address 

the developmental needs and raise the readiness skills 

of each child to their fullest potential.
